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Let’s look at some practical direction for using the spiritual gifts God has 
given you. 

The Bible says that spiritual gifts are given to you for a very special reason. I 
Corinthians 12:7 says, “Now to each one the manifestation of the Spirit is 
given for the common good.” You have new life and it’s for the good of 
the kingdom of God. Ephesians 4:16 says these gifts are to build up the 
body of Christ in love. In John 15:17 Jesus says, “This is my command: 
Love each other.”  

Where does that life and love begin? First in our homes. Sometimes we 
Christians are so much like the rest of the world—we treat our spouses, 
parents and children with less respect and kindness than we do our friends 
or even complete strangers. 

Why? Because the church starts at home. As you know Jesus Christ, the 
forgiveness of your sins and your life everlasting, the first place you are in 
to show it is your own home. And, God gives you a “home field 
advantage” there. At home you can practice using your gifts. You can learn 
about them. You can develop them.  

At home you have a cheering section. You have support when you fail. At 
home you have real and specific people to love and to show that the Spirit 
of Jesus Christ is alive in you. When it comes to Spiritual gifts, you need to 
use these at first in your own home.  

When Paul talks about leaders in the church in I Timothy 3, he says that 
they need to manage (Gr. proistēmi) their own family well. That word for 
“manage” is the same word for the spiritual gift of leadership. It means 
“caring for,” “giving help,” “causing to stand up.” Home is where you start 
using your spiritual gifts. It is the first place for practical and practiced 
Christianity. The new life of the Spirit of our living Savior starts at home! 
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“My mind belongs to 

Jesus. He redeemed it 

with His blood. When evil 

thoughts torment me,  

I choose to think on 

good.””

When you have learned to do that well, then you must bring that love to 
those outside your home: church, community and then the world. And in 
that order. Service in the church brings the love of Jesus Christ and the new 
life of the Spirit to more people. It widens the circle of the Spirit’s influence. 
It combines resources for everyone’s benefit. Getting a balance between 
these is critical. 

How to start? First, make a list of all of the things that others in your house 
would give their eye-teeth to see you do for them. Focus on those gifts that 
the Holy Spirit has given you. Get some ideas from your family. Maybe 
even have this be a family activity for each of you, together.  

Next, apply all that you have learned and this new-found process to the 
needs of the church. There are many, many ways that you could lend a 
hand here. Consider the altar guild, especially on a communion Sunday, or 
cleaning up after a social event or soup supper, or mowing the lawn and 
asking John or Teri what else could be done around here, or just say “yes” 
when asked to serve. 

Get some direction so you can serve God, make His Spirit and life known, 
and love each other using your spiritual gifts. Only by shifting the focus from 
outside yourself to serving others can you truly know the peace of God that 
comes from serving Him.
