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Do you know what really has amazed me this Christmas season? That the 
celebration of Christ has lasted for over two thousand years – and it’s still 
happening stronger than ever! Nothing lasts that long! Toys, cars, styles, 
sports stars, books, Nobel prize winners – nothing lasts that long! And here’s 
Jesus. He stands the test of time. 

As you live more of life I think you appreciate that more. At least you hang on 
to it more than ever. I know a woman who has experienced so much loss in 
life. First her son died tragically. Then a stroke paralyzed her on one side, put 
her in a wheelchair and made it difficult for her to speak. She lost her career 
in the computer industry. Then, her family, thinking she was near death, sold 
everything she had. 

When she came home from the hospital she had nothing. Once, a proud 
homemaker ready to open her immaculate rooms to any guest, she now 
depends on meals on wheels and an agency helper who barely keeps the 
bathroom usable. But Jesus is her hope. When she closes her eyes to pray 
and to receive the presence of Jesus in Communion, her life is restored again. 
Jesus is at work. He stands the test of time.  

King Herod didn’t want that to happen. In Matthew chapter two we hear 
about Herod’s attitude and efforts. Herod tried to stop Jesus. And there are 
plenty of Scrooges and Grinches that try to stop Christ today. There is vicious 
persecution of Christians around the world. There are atheists and lawsuits 
that try to suppress Him. 

There’s another danger, however, that hits a little closer to home. At the root 
of Herod’s violence was HIS desire to be the one who stood the test of time. 
He wanted to be center stage, the main attraction, the big show. 

The danger is letting your life be controlled by what won’t last. And the devil 
wants you to be on that chase. He wants you to make decisions and live life 
for what is convenient and temporary. He wants you to be driven by the 
moment.

And that’s so easy to do. You get so tired and so depleted; it’s easy to 
surrender. Morality, life issues, personal purity, kindness under pressure, 
goals in life – it’s easy to be controlled by the moment, to live life for what will 
not last. 

But I want what is enduring in life. I want a life that stands the test of time. I 
don’t want it to fizzle out into a temporary legacy with me trying to inflate my 
own importance. That’s why, on this Christmas morn, I’m still hanging onto 
Jesus who stands the test of time! 

After Herod died, Joseph, Mary and Jesus headed back to Israel. Their journey 
was tweaked again as an angel directed the family to Nazareth. But Jesus was 
starting that great journey that still has not ended! And you know what the 
Bible says? Jesus grew up, started His ministry, and then was killed! Crucified! 
But His epitaph wasn’t like Herod’s. 

You see, unlike Herod, Jesus rose up from death to speak these great words in 
Revelation chapter one: “Don’t be afraid. I am the First and the Last. I am the 
Living One; I was dead, and behold I am alive forever and ever! And I hold the 
keys of death and Hades” (vs. 17b-18).  

And remember that verse from Hebrews chapter 13, “Jesus Christ is the same 
yesterday, today and forever” (vs. 8). 

Jesus Christ has stood the test of time! Belief systems have lasted for long 
periods of time. Some styles and traditions have been around for a while. 
There are a lot of historical objects around. But no other PERSON has stood 
the test of time.
